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Take off ropes and hook and loop fasteners inside the fly sheet, and inner tent loops hitched on the pegs.

Take off the fly sheet from the inner tent, and fold the fly sheet up as shown in the following figures.
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THEOLTHSUR - RELTIEELY, |If you stow the tent while it is still wet, its water-proof performance will significantly deteriorate.
A Therefore, please carefully clean the fly sheet and inner tent after use and then fold and stow them after making sure that they have dried up.
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Pick up the 4 corners of fly sheet and fold in half. Fold both ends inward to Fold it further inward to make it a 1/4 size. Carry Bag
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After taking off the inner tent, spread it on the ground. Open the bottom portions of the front and back ventilation doors. After the inner tent has been
spread up on the ground in a square shape, fold it up as shown in the following figures.
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Follow the same procedure to fold the back door and side suvfaces also.
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While holding down the (omers, fold it

outward. Make sure that the door surface <

is free of creases.
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Slide it so that the lower portion becomes longer than Fold it further inward to make it a 1/4 size. Fold the side surfaces inward onto the doors.
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Fold all poles and put them back into the pole case. Roll up the fly sheet as shown in the figures below.
Stow them into the carry bag.
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After folding the fly sheet at the 1, put the pole case on it and roll it up. wrap the inner tent around it and roll up.
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When folding a pole, it is recommended that you start folding it in the middle as it will keep the tension even throughout the shock cord (rubber)
A and allow it to last longer. If the inner tent is not rolled up tightly enough, it may not fit into the storage bag.

Please also make sure
that the area chosen won't be affected by the wind too much.

@Be sure to remove any rocks, tree branches, and other objects and flatten any uneven surface before installing the tent, as they could
cause damage to the tent.

@Be sure to securely anchor the tent and tarp to the ground using the pegs and rope. Not doing so could lead to the tent and tarp blown
away by the wind or allowing rainwater to accumulate to cause an unexpected accident.

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Set up the main pole
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Put together main pole (Silver) x 2 respectively.
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Put each main pole (Silver) through the each sleeve.
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When putting up each pole through the sleeve, do not pull the pole but push the pole in.
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When putting together the pole, make sure that each joint is fully inserted.
If each joint is not fully inserted, it could cause the pole to break.
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Insert the assist clip of loop (Gray) located at the rear side corner of inner tent into the main pole (Rear Side) end respectively.
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When inserting the poles through the assist clips, please be careful not to get your fingers caught.

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Hold the end of sleeve, and stand the inner tent while pushing the main pole (Silver) x 2 together. After standing, insert the assist
clip of loop (Gray) located at the corner of inner tent into the main poles (Front Side) end respectively.

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It is recommended to drive

the pegs into the ground at a 60°to 90°angle,

as it will make the tents and tarps most wind-resistant.
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In order to smooth away the floor wrinkle, fasten the inner tent by pegs while pulling the loops a little.
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Set Up Ridge Pole
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Put together ridge pole (Gray).
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Put the ridge pole through the ventilation on the fly sheet, and insert the ridge pole end into the grommet at the edge of

This gap becomes the ventilation for the circle ventilation system.
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iji Fly sheet eases the temperature gap between outside and inside inner tent, and reduce condensation inside the tent. In order to make a space

between fly sheet and inner tent, please utilize the ropes.
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Fasten the tent by ropes
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The storm guard system (i.e., fastening method that involves tying the ropes that comes standard in the product package to the storm
guards and then pegging them down to the ground) improves the stability of the tent, and prevent fly sheet and inner tent from contact.
Tie the ropes to the center loops at the both side and to corners for storm guard system, and peg them down to the ground as shown in
the figure.
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Set up the ropes in the 8 spots as shown and drive the pegs into the ground approx.

1 meter away from the tent, as shown in the figure.

Tighten the ropes using the guyline adjusters to a point

where the poles will no longer move back and forth or sideways so much.
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Tie the end of each guyline adjuster GOSN zael
to the loop attached to the storm guard.
Then drive the peg into the ground,
and then hitch the rope onto peg,

Using the Canopy and Others
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To use the canopy, take out the canopy poles and guyline adjusters that are sold separately.
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gEO—7 Canopy poles sold separately
Guyline Adjuster (Sold Separately) 180cm canopy poles fits for this tent.
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When you use the canopy in the rain, it tends to hold water. To avoid such water accumulation, set the canopy slightly at an angle to create a
A slope or tie a rope to the center of the canopy and peg the rope down to the ground so that the rainwater can flow down. Please close the canopy

when there is strong wind. Not doing so could break the poles.
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Front Roll Up (Half Open Canopy)
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There are loops and toggles at the front canopy.

At the middle of rolling up, the rolled up canopy is able to be held,

and becomes a ventilation.

Thus, it does not need to open the canopy fully for the air circulation.
Itis very convenient especially in the rain.

Fly sheet s closed, but it has still good air circulation.
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Hold the end of the sleeve which main pole (Silver) has not been fixed by assist clip yet, and insert the assist clip of gray loop located
at the inner tent corner into the main pole (Silver) end while pushing the pole.
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Please be aware of the pole shape in setting up. If the pole shape becomes "S" shape, the tent can not stand up because of the overload to the
pole. Be sure to set up the pole with "Arch" shape.
