Take off the shade skin. Remove all pegs, ropes, and poles that have been installed to hold the shade skin.

Then fold the shade skin as illustrated below.

If you stow the tent-Tarp while it is still wet, its water-proof performance will significantly deteriorate. Therefore,
A please carefully clean the fly sheet and inner tent after use and then fold and stow them after making sure that

they have dried up.
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Fold both ends inward to make a rectangular shape.
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Pick up the 4 corners of shade skin and fold in half.
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Fold it further inward to make it a 1/4 size.
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Fold all poles and put them back into the pole case. Roll up the shade skin as shown in the figures below.

Stow them into the carry bag.
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After folding the shade skin at the 1, put the pole case on it and roll it up.
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When folding a pole, it is recommended that you start folding it in the middle as it will keep the tension even throughout
the shock cord (rubber) and allow it to last longer.
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Please keep this instruction manual with care for future reference.
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Thank you for your purchase of the Coleman product. When setting up the tents or tarps, please choose an area
where drainage is good and the ground surface is flat. Be sure to remove any rocks, tree branches, and other
objects and flatten any uneven surface before installing the tents or tarps, as they could cause damage to the
tents or tarps.

DANGER The following warnings must be paid attention to, as wrong assembling or use of
the tents or tarps could lead to a severe injury or death.

@Use of fire inside the tents or tarps is extremely dangerous and is strictly prohibited, as it could cause a
life-threatening situation such as carbon monoxide poison.

@Use of the tent and tarp in inclement weather such as typhoon, rain storm, thunder, etc. is dangerous and
should be avoided.

@Avoid installing the tent and tarp on a sandbank in a river or under a cliff where there is a danger of flooding
or falling rocks.

ACAUTION The following cautionary notes must be followed during the assembling and
use of the products, as wrong assembly or use could cause an accident
involving bodily harm and/or property damage.

@Before departing for a campsite, please make sure all items and parts are included in the package.

@Use of excessive force could result in damaged poles, tent, and tarp.

@Put on gloves when installing the tent and tarp.

@®When extending the poles, be sure to insert each joint all the way. Please also be careful not to get your
fingers caught.

@When pitching the tent, please be careful to the broken poles and not to get hit by the poles snapping back.

@®When driving the pegs into the ground, please be alert not to hit your fingers.

@Do not allow a small child to assemble the poles or hit the pegs into the ground.

@®When there is strong wind, please do not set up the tent or tarp, as they could be blown away and cause an
unexpected accident, break the poles, and damage the tent and tarp.

@®When setting up the tent and tarp, please choose an area where drainage is good and the ground surface is
flat. Please also make sure that the area chosen won’t be affected by the wind too much.

@Be sure to remove any rocks, tree branches, and other objects and flatten any uneven surface before install-
ing the tent, as they could cause damage to the tent.

@Be sure to securely anchor the tent and tarp to the ground using the pegs and rope. Not doing so could lead
to the tent and tarp blown away by the wind or allowing rainwater to accumulate to cause an unexpected
accident.

@The pegs that come standard in the product package may not be usable depending on the area that has been
chosen for installing the tent and tarp. Please check the condition of the ground surface where you are
planning on setting up the tent and tarp beforehand.

@®When you will be away from the tent and tarp for an extended period of time, be sure to take them down. Any
sudden change in weather, gust, etc. could blow away the tent and tarp to possibly cause an unexpected
accident.

@®Condensation
As the fly sheet and tarp are waterproofed, water droplets may emerge on the inner surface if there is alarge
difference in air temperature between the inside and outside of the tent. It is not water leakage, and such
phenomenon can be improved by ventilation of the air inside the tent.

Precautions for storage and management

ACAUTION The following cautionary notes must be followed during the assembling and
use of the products, as wrong assembly or use could cause an accident
involving bodily harm and/or property damage.

@After each use, please make sure that the tent has become sufficiently dry before storing. If the tent is stored
while it is still wet, it could lead to discoloration and mold germination.

@If you are unable to dry the tent right after taking it down due to rain, etc., please dry it as soon as possible
after returning home. Leaving the tent wet for an extended period of time could lead to discoloration and
mold germination.

@If you need to remove any smudge on the tent, please wipe it off using a well-wrung cloth and let the area dry
before storing.

@Use of any organic solvent such as a paint thinner and benzine could lead to discoloration, color alteration,
removal of printed items or resin finish.

@If any sand or dirt is attached to the poles, please carefully wipe it off before storing. Also, if the poles are
stored while still wet, it could cause corrosion.

@Please do not use a washing machine to clean the tent, other items, or the case.

@Store the tent in a place that is out of reach of children.
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Before going camping, please make sure that all items are included in the package.
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Put each main pole (Silver/Green) through the each sleeve as they are crossed.
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Spread the shade skin.
(Make sure the standing tapes' buckles are fasten. If not fasten, the tarp does not stand well.)
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Main Pole(Silver/Green)
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When putting up each pole through the sleeve, do not pull the pole but push the pole in.
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Insert the assist clip located at the corner of shade skin into the rear side main pole (Silver/Green) end
respectively.
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Set Up the Main Poles
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Put together the main pole (Silver/Green) respectively.
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When putting together the pole, make sure that each joint is fully inserted.

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<HEHMUANE T AU—DEHF I FICHRLAD & R—)UDFN D EMDIENEODUE T . | Stand the 2 main poles gradually
with more than 2 persons at the same time. When pitching, push the pole slowly with one hand while pulling the
sleeve end with the other hand. Poles and sleeves may be damaged if the sleeves are not held when putting the poles.
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Set Up Center Pole (Silver/Red)
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Put together center pole (Silver/Red).
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When putting together the pole, make sure that each joint is fully inserted.
If each joint is not fully inserted, it could cause the pole to break.
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Put the center pole (Silver/Red) through the sleeve.
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A When putting up each pole, pull the sleeve with one hand and push the pole in slowly using the other hand. Poles and
sleeves may be damaged if the sleeves are not held when putting the poles.
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Insert both sides of assist clip located at the middle of shade skin into center poles (Silver/Red) end.
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When inserting the poles through the assist clips, please be careful not to get your fingers caught.
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Fasten the Shade Skin and Poles
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Fasten the shade skin to the poles by putting the hooks that are attached to the shade skin onto the
poles.
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When putting the hooks onto the poles, please be careful not to get your fingers caught.
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Decide the installation point and peg down the tarp
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Decide the installation point. Install the tarp by driving the pegs into the ground through the 6 loops diagonally
(A-F) as shown in the figure, starting from the most windward one.
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It is recommended to drive

the pegs into the ground at a 60°to 90°angle,

as it will make the tents and tarps most wind-resistant.
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Tighten the ropes to securely install the tarp on the ground
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The storm guard system (i.e., fastening method that involves tying the ropes that comes standard in the product
package to the storm guards and then pegging them down to the ground) improves the stability of the tarp.
Tie the ropes that are included in the package to the corner loops and storm guards on both sides of the
tarp and peg them down to the ground.
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Set up the ropes in the 6 spots as shown and drive the pegs into the ground approx.
1 meter away from the tarp, as shown in the figure.

Tighten the ropes using the guyline adjusters to a point

where the poles will no longer move back and forth or sideways so much.
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Tie the end of each guyline adjuster

to the loop attached to the storm guard.

Then drive the peg into the ground,

and then hitch the rope onto peg,

and tighten the rope using the guyline adjuster.

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A large tarp is naturally prone to the effect of wind due to its structure. Be sure to use the storm guard each time
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Using the canopy and others
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1 2 To use the canopy, take out the canopy poles and guyline adjusters that are sold separately.

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When you use the canopy in the rain, it tends to hold water. To avoid such water accumulation, set the canopy slightly

A at an angle to create a slope or tie a rope to the center of the canopy and peg the rope down to the ground so that
the rainwater can flow down. Please close the canopy when there is strong wind. Not doing so could break the poles.
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After pitching the tarp, the standing tape may be taken off in order to avoid stumbling over the standing
tape (Red Line in the Figure). Before taking off the standing tape, pull the loop (Red) inward and drive the
peg through the loop (Red) at each side of tarp. There are 2 loops at the middle of each side. One is pulled
outward and fasten by a plastic peg and the other loop is pulled inward and fasten by a steel peg. This loop
pulled inward prevents the pole from extending out. After taking off the standing tape, store the tape in

the pocket nearby.
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It is recommended to drive

the pegs into the ground at a 60°to 90°angle,

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A Before folding, install the standing tape. You can start pitching smoothly next time.
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1 By opening the top and under ventilations, the air circulation is facilitated, and able to stay comfortably even in
closed flaps for the rain and night.
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iif There is a webbing tape inside a shade skin. This is used for the connecting with other tents. If the tarp is not
connected to other tents, it is not necessary so that take off the tape for using the tarp.
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This tarp is able to connect with a tent made by Coleman.

For connecting to a tent, please follow the below steps after the tarp is pitched.
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Hang the joint flap on the ring by toggles (Figure-1).
Install the joint flap pole in the joint flap (Figure-2 Right).
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Roll up the flap and mesh of the tarp.
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Roll up the canopy of the tent for connecting (Figure-3).
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When connecting to the tent with a canopy,
a canopy needs to be rolled up

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Decide the position of a tent in order to make the joint flap straight. Some slack may gather rain water.
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Fasten the tarp with a tent fully by putting the webbing tape around the tent front pole.

FUNIBERD. T /NERTTEELE T, Check the roof of a tent canopy area if tension is good enough (Figure-7).
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Decide the location of the tent and fix by the pegs. Fasten the end of joint flap. Hook up the end of joint
flap on the ring of main pole (Silver/Green) (Figure-5A).

Hitch the loop of the joint flap end on the peg of tent front pole. If hitching the loop is difficult, peg down
the loop of joint flap end (Figure-6).
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Continuation of II-4 (P.6)
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Hold the end of front side sleeve, and insert the assist clip at the corner of shade skin into the end of main
pole (Silver/Green) while pushing the main pole (Silver/Green).
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A Please be aware of the pole shape in setting up. If the pole shape becomes "S"” shape, the tarp can not stand up
because of the overload to the pole. Be sure to set up the pole with "Arch” shape.
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Lift the center of crossed main poles (Silver/Green) up around 1m from the ground. After that, move your
hand gradually to the sleeve end which side of assist clip has not been inserted yet while standing the
poles already fixed by assist clips, and pull the sleeve end while pushing the pole by the other hand.
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Lift up the center of crossed main poles and stand the poles.
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Hold the end of sleeve and stand the shade skin completely while pushing the main pole (Silver/Green).
After standing, insert the assist clip located at shade skin corner into front side main pole (Silver/Green) end.
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When putting up each pole, /
